DESCRIPTION

Firepro B315 cast-in fire collars prevent the spread of fire where PVC and PE plumbing pipes penetrate concrete
floors. These collars are used in situations where a collar is put into place before the concrete is poured.

Two styles are available either as a compact cast-in collar (B315LC) or with a high riser (B315HC).

Unlike intumescent assisted mechanical damper type fire collars, Firepro B315 contain no fusible links or moving
parts to require servicing. As the fire stopping intumescent material in our product is around the outside of the
uninterrupted pipe it does not affect the performance of the pipe.

INSTALLATION

Firepro B315 collars are fixed to the formwork prior to
pouring concrete slabs. Nails are applied through the
slots in the base plate to ensure that the collar is held
firmly and flat. Do not remove the concrete gripper
screws attached to collar. Ensure cap is on top of
B315HC before concrete pouring commences.

B315LC

A short length of pipe is inserted into the collar for later
connection to services. Alternatively a temporary
reusable short length of pipe may be used. Exposed
pipe ends may be left open or closed with tape or a
reusable cap. The bottom plastic guide is disposable
once the formwork is removed allowing a pipe joint to be
fitted inside or below the collar.

B315HC

The plumbing pipes are inserted into the collar after the
concrete floor is in place. There is space in the collar
for a pipe joint, if required. No backfilling of the top of
the collar is required to achieve fire rating. However, we
recommend that best trade practice with any brand of
Tower/high cast style collar is to backfill or seal the gap
between the collar and the pipe. This maximises
hygiene, waterproofing and acoustic protection. When
the floor has been poured and formwork removed pipes
are inserted. Joints in pipes may be either below or
inside the collar.

FIRE TESTS & APPROVALS

Firepro B315 Fire Collars have been fire-tested in floors
in the conventional manner with 2M uncapped uPVC
pipe extending from the test furnace for maximum fire
severity in accordance with AS1530:4, AS4072:1 1992
section 3. Also fire-tested in accordance with
BS476:20-22 fire laboratory assessed and approved for
use also with PE (Polyethylene) pressure pipes in
accordance with AS4130.

The 150mm internal diameter pipe size collar offers up
to 2 hours fire resistance (-/120/120) in concrete floors
of the appropriate fire rating. The 40mm, 50mm, 65mm,
80mm and 100mm internal diameter pipe size collars
offer up to 4 hours fire resistance (-/240/240) in floors of
the appropriate fire rating.
