HEALTH and SAFETY
GPG is non toxic, asbestos and silicone free. Treat as a 
cement and plaster based product when handling.

STORAGE
Keep dry and protect bags from impact damage.

SITEWORK
PENETRATION SEALING: The following is the            
recommended mix for the applications shown:
APPLICATION       GPG to WATER
Accessible vertical areas 4    :    1
Cable bunches through walls 3    :    1
General working / gunning 3    :    1
Holes in floor slabs - pouring 2    :    1

MIXING and SEALING: Mixing is either by hand or with a 
power mixer. Firepro GPG expands by approximately 1% 
in curing.

For large vertical clear areas it is recommended to cast 
on site into convenient sized blocks to be bedded in with 
GPG slurry.

When sealing holes in floor slabs, temporary shuttering 
must be provided for on the soffit until the GPG has 
hardened. Alternatively, a permanent shuttering could be 
installed from above or below and positioned within the 
slab depth. 

Recommended minimum clearance between services 
and surrounding structure: 50mm or half the diameter,     
whichever is greater.

Openings with no penetrations up to 1m², with no side 
longer than 1.6m, do not require reinforcement of GPG 
for ordinary foot traffic. When these constraints are 
exceeded steel reinforcing is required. Use the same 
reinforcing technique as with concrete.
